
How do you register for Learning Link?
It s a simple process

1.	�Visit https://nga.vc-enable.co.uk/Register  
to find the online self-registration form.

2.	�Add your details to the self-registration form  
in the following order

n	 Your first name
n	 Your last name
n	 Your email
n	 Your phone number (optional)
n	 Your governance role title (optional)
n	� Your school or academy – use the search box 

and make sure to select the right one using the 
address and postcode if necessary*

3.	�Read the statement in the large blue box at the 
bottom of the form and then click anywhere in 
the large blue box to submit your application  
for approval.

4.	�Approval is not immediate and you must wait for 
email confirmation of approval. It can take time  
to receive this email particularly if your application 
is submitted over a weekend or in the evening. 

5.	�Your confirmation email will be sent to you.  
Once you receive your email confirmation,  
which includes your login details you can login  
to Learning Link and start to use it whenever  
you want to.  

*�If your school or academy is not listed, it may not 
be signed up to Learning Link. In this case please 
select the “My group has not been listed” box and 
an email will come through to us so that we can 
contact you.
